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Endowment Funds

The Foundation’s Endowment Funds provide an important base of
funding for research and education for the University Health Network.
Endowment Funds total $120.8 million and include 200 individual
endowment funds.

Investment Management and Philosophy

The investment goal for endowments is to preserve the purchasing
power of funds on a long-term basis, while funding income
distribution ("payout”) for fundholders. Therefore a balanced
investment strategy has been adopted which involves investment in
publicly traded bonds and stocks. The Investment Committee of the
Foundation’s Board of Directors is responsible for the development
and review of the Foundation’s investment policies as well as the
selection of professional investment managers and the monitoring of
the performance of these managers. Membership of the Committee
includes leaders in the Canadian investment community.

Investment Performance

Like all charities across Canada, the economic downturn has affected
the investment return of the Foundation's endowed funds. For the
fiscal year ended March 31, 2009, the Foundation’s endowment
experienced a total loss of 16.8%. Although it is unfortunate that
market losses have occurred, the Foundation’s percentage of loss is
less than the loss for the benchmark indexes used to monitor our
investment managers' performance.

With all investment there is an element of risk, and we have always
endeavoured to manage our endowment fund prudently. The
Foundation has been through challenging financial times before and
we have never wavered from our core mission of supporting patient
care, research and education. We will continue to monitor and review
investment and payout policies in the context of the economic
climate and the needs of the University Health Network.
